The Friends’ Opera Scholarship, established in 2017, supports young singers who have recently
completed an opera school studies or equivalent training,

The scholarship — amounting to SEK 100,000 — is intended for continued professional development for
singers with a particular interest in the 17th- and 18th-century repertoire of Drottningholms Slottsteater.
The application deadline is Friday, 30 January 2026.

Friends of Drottningholms Slottsteater also award scholarships for training and professional
development to singers, dancers, musicians, and other creative professionals, as well as technician staff
who have worked at the theatre.

The scholarships are to be used for further training within the profession, preferably within the theatre’s

historical repertoire. Recipients are required to report on how the scholarship funds have been used.
Notification of awarded scholarships will be made in the spring of 2026.

Scholarships may also be granted for scientific research projects relevant to the activities of
Drottningholms Slottsteater.
A named reference must be provided for such applications. Please note that these research scholarships

are awarded every second or third year only.
